e interest in supporting professional development of other graduate students

e experience as OHD Student Leadership Facilitator an advantage

Time Commitment and Compensation

This is a professional development opportunity for current graduate students who want to develop
themselves as future instructors, facilitators and academic mentors. TA Workshop Facilitators are
expected to deliver 8-12 hours of workshops per term (in addition to initial training and planning
time) and support other projects with a focus on TA training.

Time commitment: approximately 30 hours per term

Short-listed candidates will be invited to a panel interview on Tuesday June 3, 2014 and will be asked
to deliver a short interactive presentation on a teaching topic.
