The purpose of this course is to provide students with advanced topics in corporate finance and their applications. The key concepts and topics to be covered include security valuation, risk and return, risk diversification, capital asset pricing model (CAPM), investment performance measurement, financial derivatives, and forecasting. Students will learn how to apply these concepts to real-world problems using various examples and case studies. The course deepens the general framework of the financial landscape offered in ECON 371 by discussing the role of financial instruments and institutions in the economy. This course will further develop the analysis of firms’ and investors’ investment and financing decisions. The goal is to develop a deeper understanding of financial markets and investment strategies.
