Description

Ce cours présentera I'étude de cing ouvrages datant de 1902 a 2003. Nous nous intéresserons en
particulier a la problématique de la narration. Tous les textes a I'étude sont écrits a la premiere
personne et nous étudierons le statut de ce « je » dans la construction du récit. Nous examinerons
I'importance de I'aspect autobiographique de certains de ces ceuvres ainsi que I'entrecroisement de
I’écriture de soi et du récit de fiction. Nous remettrons également en question la fiabilité de ces
narrateurs et la cohérence de I'univers fictif qu’ils créent.

e Acquérir des connaissances sur la littérature francaise du 20° siecle

e Acquérir des connaissances sur la narration a la premiére personne

e Acquérir certaines connaissances théoriques (narratologie, autoréférentialité, postmodernisme,
etc.)

e Développer une compétence pratique a I'analyse de texte avec des outils théoriques et
méthodologiques

e Faire des recherches bibliographiques, savoir développer des idées complexes et perfectionner
I’expression écrite au moyen d’une dissertation
