difficultiecs with their congregations over the war issue and a consid-
crable number have sacrificed their pulpits. None-the-lcss, you who
have chosen to give yoursglwves to the only altcernative servicc that is
provided in Canada, ought to feel, I think, that you arc doing somcthing
of timeless isgnificance, and that you are doing it for all of us. We

I havec been delightcd, this week, t@ have mimcographed lctters -from
the Port Alberni group and a letter froft & young fricnd who is in the
Corps of Canadian Firc Fightors in Englend.

AMATEUR ASTRONOMY

Let us turn our attention this month to Cygnus, often considered one
of the most beautiful constellations in the northern sky. Cygnus (er
the Northern Cross) may be seen in our northern Milky Vlay. Deneb the
brightest star in the constellation is found at the top of the cross,
it is estimated tqQ be about tén thousand-times. as brlrht as the sun and
farther away from the earth than most of the very bright stars; est-
imated distance 600 lifght years. One of the most rewarding objeﬂts to
observe in Cygnus is the star at the foot of the cross, Albiréo. With
a small telescope Albireo shows itself to be a gloriously coloured double

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BATTLING THE FLAMES

This summer we hoys at Horne Lake wWwere congratulating ourselves cn
not having any forest fires to fight, while other camps were having
plenty. But we rejoiced too scon. By the middle of September, we
didn't care if we ever saw enother forest fire,

Our biggest battle was with a fire which raged in the mountains only
a few miles in front ol camp, and which was fast approaching the camp
location. The tremendous fire broke guerd twice. A new guard was
established some distance in front of the flanes, througA thick bush,
up a sieep, ruggsd mountain, for three quarters of a mile. IV took
twenty men two davs of, hard lJbOT Yo make this clearing approximately
three feet wide.

The eame evening of the second day, thirty of the men took positions
at intervals along the guard with the purpose of backfiringe. By this
time the massive flames were about upon us, There was dire need for
quick actioh, It was breath-taking having to hurry in climbing the
guard, which was almost perpsndicular in places,

At each interval, about twenty feet in from the guard, oil was
poured on the parched undergrowth. Soon fires blazed the entire extent
of the guard to form a second large iire to meet the onconing flames
and stop their wild, devastating hungriness, 7To one not acquainted
with the art of forest fire fighting, it might seem absurd to purpose-
1y stert a fire to _stop another. Yet that's the way it is done quite
often,

In our backfiring there was grave danger of the fire crossing guard
and cutting off dur retreat to safety, making it necessary to take to
the woods behind and blindly stumble through dense forest., In the
places where this eould readily happened, the fire remained intact and
we witnessed that evening God's providential care.

By 10,30 o'clock the fire was appreciatively under control, only
raging at the crown. Midnight most of us were in bed, Soile, however,
stayed on patrol all night te put in tventy-four houre continuous labor.
Because of the height to which water had to be pumped, our engine was
abtle to force the water only a few hundred feet up the slope and vhus
the water from the créek was only of value in the attack on the burning
bush nearest.the. roal, . ’

It was indeed avaJnSpiring to watch the wall of coiloPful, mishty
flames; to see them shoot with lightning rapidity up tall trees; to see
and hear thP weighty snags of flame fall with thunderous audltlon, some-
times to close for comfort. Our eyes smarted with dense smoke and our
throats were parched. Yet it was interesting, exciting and thrillingl

.

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ROAD CONSTRIC TION AT HORNT T.AKE, CAIP Q6.

The road under construction had at one time been a railroad, rails
have been lifted, hut ties wersv still there. The Tirst gang went out
in early July, with John H. Knclson as straw-boss, The grade was well
overgrown with alder tress ard small brush, This was slashed away, ties
pulled and dumped off the grade. A week later another fifteen men were
on the job and work specded up quite a iot.

The boys were formed into three gangs when about six miles of this
road was cleared, with Henry Fehr and Peter Reimer as straw-bosses., Two
gangs were then takpn out te build bridges, They had one to put across
the Bigz Horne Creek and a few along the lake side, one of which is four-
teen hundred Tfeet long.

This paper is the result of the enthusiasm shown by you
fellow c.o.s for an inter-camp newspaper. But that is not all. To
accomplish the recalization of your enthusiasm, considcravle oxrgani-
zation was necessary. So that you will understand better how this
was done, I'll just say a few words.

Persons who we knew in the wvarious camps were contacted
and asked to report the feelings of the mon in their camp regarding
a paper of this kind. If they found sufficient enthusissm, a mass
meeting was calledin which the men elected or apnoinited 2 camp
editor, a circulafion mansger and several reporters. This consti-
tutes the newspaper associate-staff in cach canp. The cenp-staff
then rcported their ncws to us at headquarters, and we herere-edit
set-up, publish and distribute the completed papcr.

Thsrc are several camps which I was unablc to contact,
becausc no man in these camps was known. Ths camps not yet parti-
cipating arc Ladysmith, Ql Carmpbell River, and Scymour Mt. Park at
Dollarton. If you know of somc fellow in one of these camps who
might be interested in contributing %o our paper, you could help
by telling him of this venturc or by sending him this issue.
