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POTENTIAL CAREER PATHS 
 
Graduates of Peace and Conflict Studies programs pursue a wide variety of careers in 
non-governmental and governmental organizations, universities and schools, business, 
and international institutions. While the MPACS program is particularly geared towards 
preparing students to work for peace from within the civil society sphere, graduates 
pursue careers in fields ranging from conflict management, mediation and restorative 
justice to international development, human rights work, research and policy analysis, 
to name just a few.  

 
The following diagram, developed by John Paul Lederach and Kathryn Mansfield at the 
Kroc Institute for International Peace Studies visually represents a variety of 
‘peacebuilding pathways’ that graduates of PACS programs may take in their careers, 
while depicting how these pathways fit together to collectively promote peacebuilding 
activities. The inner circle highlights the three major areas of peacebuilding: efforts to 
prevent, respond to and transform violence; efforts to promote structural and 
institutional change; and efforts to promote justice and healing.  The outer circle 
illustrates a variety of sub-fields of practice, and potential career paths within each of 
these fields.
