Course Description:  
This course is the third of four theory/skills courses offered as part of the music program. In it, we will 

complete the discussion of harmony begun in Music 270 and 271. The course explores 19th century 

chromatic harmony, including primary and secondary mode mixture, augmented 6th chords, chromatic 

sequences, pedal extensions, ternary form and the instrumental Romance.   

 

Intended Learning Outcomes:  

Upon completion of this course, students should be able to: 

1. Compose and decorate original melodies and harmonies following the stylistic norms of 19th 

century romanticism.  

2. Compose the Romance movement (slow movement) of a String Quartet in the style of the 19th 

century.     

3. Analyze classical and romantic music using scale degrees, figured bass, melodic figures, roman 

numerals, tonicization arrows, prolongation brackets, pedal extension arrows and formal 

modulation indicators.  

4. Recognize and create chromatic sequences including modulatory sequences. 

5. Harmonize a tonal melody in two to four parts from a given soprano and/or a given bass using 

proper voice leading and 19th Century harmonic idioms.
